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The Electoral College, consisting of 538 electors, was
established by the founding fathers as a compromise between
election of the president by Congress and election by popular

vote. Each State’s allotment of electors is equal to the number
of House members to which it is entitled plus two Senators.

The electors meet in each State on the first Monday after the
second Wednesday in December. A majority of 270 electoral
votes is required to elect the President and Vice President.
Maryland law requires electors, nominated by their political
party and elected on the Tuesday after the first Monday in
November of each presidential election year, to cast their -
